ARTICLE A, AN ENGLISH



HOW TO USE THE INDEFINITE ARTICLES A VS. AN

The two indefinite articles in English are a and an. The indefinite article an is used to
make pronunciation easier when reading a text aloud. The general rule is to
use a when the indefinite article precedes a word beginning with a consonant sound
and an when it precedes a word starting with a vowel sound.



ATTENTION!!
We do NOT use an .indefinite article with plural nouns or uncount
nouns.

EG. SHE WAS WEARING BLUE SHOES 

EG. SHE HAS SHORT, BLONDE HAIR
