Use (place): “On” is used to refer to a position on any surface, to describe a position along a road or river or by the
sea or by a lake, to talk about a floor in a building and to talk about being physically on public transport.

Examples:
The penis on the table. Dublinis on the east coast of Ireland.
They live on the 15th floorl!. | was on the train when she phoned.

& Use (place): “In"” is used to talk about locations within a larger areq, to talk about workplaces when we see them
as a physical location and with class
