Before each new 

lesson, the teacher needs to review the previous lesson by means of games, worksheets, etc. The teacher gives  homework after 

each lesson (Grammar Booster) or is invited to create new exercises. Please, consider the PPP teaching method (Present, 

Practice,Produce)  as  a good example to implement in the classroom.

ORAL PROYECT (20%): the teacher decides a topic (according to the 

program seen so far) that students (individually or in group) need to 

present. The students will make a PP presentation about the topic and they 

will upload their work  to "Platforma Educativa". Next, they will present 

their work in class, orally. They can project their PP presentation while 

talking but they can´t read it. The teacher will assess the accuracy  and 

content of the PP presentation as well as the oral presentation of the 

students by means of a grade (out of 20%) on the "Plataforma Educativa".
