PRONOUNS. 
They are  

Words that are used to allude to a 

subject without having to mention 

it. 

These  

Pronouns allow to indicate 

distance or closeness with 

respect to the emitter.  

For example: this, that, 

these, those. 

Indicate  

Where is an object 

About who speaks  

For example. 

This window is broken, but 

that one closes fine 

The receiver deduces that the one that is 

near the emitter is the one that is broken 

away is the one that closes well.

Indicate a proximity of the 

aforementioned with respect to the 

issuer 

Demonstrative pronouns 

of the second degree 

Express the closeness of what is 

indicated whith espect to the receiver 

(that, that, that, those, those). 

Demostrative pronouns of the 

third degree 

Denote closeness for the 

sender and receiver (that, that, 

that those, those)
