THIS:

This book is mine

This exercise is easy

THESE:

These books are mine

These excercises are 
easy 

The demonstrative pronouns are 
used instead of a noun phrase to 

indicate distance in time or 
space in relation to the speaker. 
They also indicate grammatical 

number – singular or plural.

THAT:

That book is mine

That excersice is easy

THOSE:

Those books are mine

Those excersices are 
easy
