Possessive pronouns and possessive adjective. 

10 examples:  

1. I have a shirt. My shirt is green. 

2. You have a book. Your book is new. 

3. He has a pillow. His pillow is soft. 

4. She has a dog. Her dog is small.  

5. It has a bone. Its bone is delicious.  

6. We have a house. Our house is big.  

7. They have a car. Their car is old.  

8. David has a jacket. His jacket is nice.  

9. I have a pen. It is my pen.
