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INTRODUCTION

Usually the strategies aimed at responding to the need to develop proficiency in English have consisted of offering specific subjects. Although the need for a transversal approach from other subjects has been highlighted. A recent study, aimed at describing the characteristics of English language training in the Nursing Degree in Spain, highlights that such training need is contemplated in all study plans, although the importance offered to such training is highly variable. Other studies indicate the need to promote the learning and use of the English language in nurses, regardless of their field of practice and level of format. This need is increased in postgraduate training. In all cases, the need to handle English is argued to develop activities related to research, evidence-based practice and professional communication in multicultural and international environments. What seems clear is that a deficiency in the command of the English language can greatly hinder the activity to be carried out. Unfortunately, the aforementioned difficulties occur in both students and professionals, language barriers being one of the main limitations for international projection, be it educational, work or scientific. Language proficiency is part of the degree and the effort to achieve it is duly justified, but the students' point of view is unknown. Few studies have been conducted to explore, in nursing students, their opinion on the need for English language training and its value for their professional performance as well as their future training. To this end we have carried out the study that we present.












THE IMPORTANCE OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE IN YOUR CAREER AND THE BENEFITS

 One of the main objectives since I started studying English nursing has been to motivate myself in learning this language. In fact, students like me find more and more reasons to study English: Job offers abroad, Creation of Erasmus scholarships, Emergence of the Internet where English is the majority language, Greater mobility within the European Union. To achieve these objectives, the following methodology is followed, divided into three modules that correspond to the three courses that make up Nursing studies. The students believe that the methodology followed and the level achieved in the English classes so far is satisfactory, since in general the 4 students show interest and motivation for any new project or job that implies an improvement in their level of English. In any case, as the English language is considered one of the languages ​​with the greatest international projection today, it is exposed to continuous changes and novelties that are tried to be reflected in the classes in order to allow students to exercise their profession with the greatest guarantee of success. I think that English is especially useful if you want to work or train abroad, as your current level of English is insufficient for professional performance, the position of the students regarding English language training within the curriculum is presented. As can be seen, the majority consider it inappropriate to require accreditation in the English language prior to obtaining the degree. Regarding the way in which English should be studied during the race, the participants believe that it should be a core or compulsory subject while its management is part of the transversal skills. The English is very important. They attach great value to the use of English in all areas of professional nursing practice, however, they find it to be more useful in the scientific-researcher aspect. Although they believe that mastering English will allow them better professional opportunities, they perceive themselves as having a poor level and consider the training offered in the Bachelor's degree inadequate. They understand that the University does not offer them the necessary resources to obtain the required accreditation. They consider that a possible solution would be that offered by the LeByDo program, that is, the approach to English as a competence that must be integrated into the various subjects and permeate all courses, learning the contents while learning the language. The students who have participated in this study value English as an especially important competence for working abroad, however, they also understand that their current level of English is insufficient for their future professional performance. As well as if some patients do not speak the Spanish language or whether we work abroad we must know the basics in English communication in order to communicate with patients or people .

In conclusion 

I believe that the level and the level achieved in English classes so far is satisfactory, since in general the students show interest and motivation for any new project or job that involves an improvement in their level of English.
