Modals: “should” and “could”

Should

We use “should” + the base form of a verb fo give advice or to make a strong suggestion.
Example: You shouldn't take that flight. You should take the non-stop.

Example: Should they take the buse (Yes, they should. / No, they shouldn't).

Could

We use “could” + the base form of a verb to offer alternatives or to make a weak suggestion.
Example: The express bus is full, but you could take the local.

Example: Could | tfake the 2:20¢ (Yes, you could / No, you couldn'f).
