Their hair is grey. They have grey hair.
Her eyelashes are long and dark. She has long, dark, eyelashes.

Adjectives are never plural.
She has blue eyes. NOT She has eyes blue.

b) Negative: la forma sin es contraccién es SHOULD NOT y con contraccion es SHOULDN'T; ambas
formas son correctas.

-That soccer player should not dive all the time; it’s not fair play. (Ese jugador de futbol no deberia
