Los posesivos se clasifican en dos tipos segun su funcion en la oracion.
1. Possessive Adjetives

Gramaticalmente funciona como un articulo determinativo del sustantivo al que acompana,
por lo tanto, siempre va antes del objeto.

Ejemplos:
My car is blue.(Mi coche es azul.)

His house is big.(Su casa es grande.)

Possessive Adjetives Ejemplo
(En funcién de articulo determinativo del sujeto)
my This is my house.

your This is your book.

1. Possessive Pronoun

Gramaticalmente funciona como un pronombre en funcidn de complemento directo.

Siempre va al final de la oracién.
