My cousins are famous / Mis primas son famosas

His:

Su significado es SU o SUS DE EL. La usamos normalmente cuando la persona que posee es hombre. También
es posible usar esta palabra con animales machos, si sabemos que es un animal macho.

This is Mario. His Friends are boring / Este es Mario. Sus amigos son aburridos
