4. Poder (permiso)

e Verbo
Sirve para mencionar una accion o estado del sujeto en cualquier tiempo.

| am Mexican = Soy mexicano.



| was a doctor = Yo era doctor.
e Verbo auxiliar

Se usa en compafia de otros verbos para dar a entender que las acciones o estados se
desarrollan en el momento. Para ello se usa la conjugacion —ing.

| am still working= Todavia estoy trabajando.
