Un sustantivo puede desempefar la funcién de sujeto o de
complemento en una oracion. Los sustantivos suelen ir acompafiados de un articulo

0 un determinante o ser reemplazados por un pronombre.

Ejemplos:

My dog loves treats (animal)

Love is all you need(idea)

| have never met that woman (persona)
Which restaurant did you go to? (lugar)

The book will be released in May (objeto)

En inglés, los sustantivos se clasifican en contables e incontables, comunes y
propios, abstractos y concretos, y colectivos. Ademas, un sustantivo puede adoptar
diferentes formas: singular, plural, posesivo o gerundio. Los sustantivos propios se
utilizan para referirnos a elementos especificos y por tanto deben escribirse en

mayusculas como es el caso de algunos sustantivos propios en espariol.

Los sustantivos comunes sirven para expresar nombres de personas, animales u

objetos y no deben escribirse en mayusculas.
Man: hombre.
Bird: pajaro.

Cup: taza.

e How do you celebrate New Year's Eve? - ; Como celebrais Afio Nuevo?.

El posesivo se emplea con sustantivos que corresponden a personas, grupos de
personas, paises y animales. El posesivo demuestra la relacién de pertenencia
entre una cosa y otra. En espafiol, es necesario afiadir un pronombre para construir

la forma: el hijo “de” Clara.

Para que un sustantivo se convierta en posesivo, afiade ’s al final:
Emma’s

That is Emma’s notebook. We should bring it to her.

Emma owns the notebook.
