: EL verbo to be en presente se utiliza principalmente para hacer referencia a algo verdadero en
el presente o para dar informacién basica. Las formas del verbo en presente son am, is, are.... El
verbo to be en futuro utiliza la forma will be y se u utiliza para hablar de algo que sera o estara

en el futuro.
EL VERBO to be se compone de 3 formas basicas.

. Is, are, am, que en espanol significan ser o estar. Cada uno de ellos acompanara a los diferentes

pronombres personales del inglés (I, she, it, we, you, they).

Para aprender a utilizar correcta mente el verbo to be, sera esencial conocer los pronombres

personales en inglés. Asi podemos relacionarlos y aplicarlos de forma correcta en las oraciones.
Ejemplos del verbo to be presente simple y afirmativo como se utilizan en distintas oraciones.
1._ (Am) en presente simple afirmativo.

: 1 am good at math: Soy bueno en mathematicas.

: | am a sudent. Soy buen estudiante

: I am an only child. : Yo soy hijo unico

: | am at home: yo estoy en casa

2. -(Is) acompafnando el pronombre personal (he).

El verbo to be en futuro utiliza la forma will be (will) se utiliza para expresar una promesa, una
prediccion o algo que se quiere hacer en el futuro

Ejemplos:

(A. I need to get my medicine. | will go to the pharseacy tonight: necesito comprar mi medicina .ire
a la farmacia esta noche

(B. i need some cash. | will pay.whith my debit card and ask for cash back: necesito algo de
efectivo. Pagare con mi tarjeta débito y pediré efectivo de vuelta.

En tiempo futuro con (Going to) se usa mas comun mente en el lenguaje hablado cuando se
quiere hacer referencia al futuro inmediato es decir, a algo que esta por ocurrir.

Ejemplos:

She is Going to play whith a credit card: ella va a pagar con una tarjeta de crédito (algo que esta
por ocurrir)

i’'m Going to drop off my prescripcion o ver there: voy a dejar mi descripcion médica alla.

Podemos encontrarlo también de forma negativa, ahadiéndoles not. Cuando se utiliza el verbo
tobe negativo’? se utiliza cuando queremos darle un sentido negativo a la oracion .

Oraciones con el verbo to be presente negativo.
1._Am en presente negativo =l am not very tall. I'm not very tall = (NO SOY MUY ALTO)

3. ARE EN PRESENTE SIMPLE NEGATIVO. = they are not at school. They aren’t at scold (no

“PROSSESIVE ADGETIVE”

Se utilizan para indicar a quien pertenece el sujeto u objeto de la oracién. Van seguidos de un
sustantivo (o una clausula nominal).

También los adjetivos posesivos en ingles hacen referencia al poseedor y no a la cosa poseida y
se usa con mas frecuencia en ingles que espafnol. Preceden normal mente a los sustantivos que
indican partes del cuerpo, parentesco, vestimenta y objetos personales.
