GRAMMAR 

Indifinite article “a” 

We use “a” with nouns that begin with a consonant sound. Example: a trumpet. 

Indifinite article “an” 

We use “an” with nouns that begin with a vowel sound. Example: an animal. 

En inglés, los artículos indeterminados son "a" y "an" (que equivalen en español a los artículos 

"un", "una"). 

- Cuando el sustantivo que acompaña al artículo empieza por consonante (o una vocal con 

sonido de consonante), se emplea el artículo "a" 

     (a car = un coche / a book = un libro / a useful thing = una cosa útil). 

 

- Cuando el sustantivo que acompaña al artículo empieza por vocal (o una consonante con 

sonido vocal como "h" que no se pronuncia), se emplea en artículo "an" 

     (an apple = una manzana / an office = una oficina /  an hour = una hora)
