His:

Su significado es SU o SUS DE EL. La usamos normalmente cuando la persona que posee es hombre.
También es posible usar esta palabra con animales machos, si sabemos que es un animal macho.

This is Mario. His Friends are boring / Este es Mario. Sus amigos son aburridos

(a car=un coche / a book = un libro / a useful thing = una cosa Util).

- Cuando el sustantivo que acompana al articulo empieza por vocal (o una consonante con
sonido vocal como "h" que no se pronuncia), se emplea en articulo "an"

(an apple = una manzana / an office = una oficina / an hour = una hora)
