Estas preposiciones se usan con mayor frecuencia con los verbos de movimiento y se encuentran
después del verbo.

ACROSS - Significado: al ofro lado de; de un lado a otro
Uso: “Across” se utiliza para indicar movimiento hacia el lado opuesto.
Ejemplos:
The boat will take you across the river.(El barco te llevard al ofro lado del rio.)

You must walk across the street at the crosswalk.(Tienes que cruzar la calle por el cruce
peatonal.)

DOWN - Significado: abajo
Uso: “Down" indica movimiento de una posicion superior a una posicion inferior.

NEXT TO (BESIDE) - Significado: al lado de, junto a
