Significado: Algunos, unos



Uso: Se utiliza tanto para los nombres o sustantivos incontables como para los hombres o
sustantivos contables en plural. Se usa en frases afirmativas e interrogativas (para afirmar algo);
se sustituye “any” en frases negativas o interrogativas. Significa una cantidad indefinida, pero
limitada.

Ejemplos:
Frase afirmativa/nombre contable:
He has some pears .(el tiene algunas peras.)
Frase afirmativa/nombre incontable:
There ir some water In the fridge.(Hay algo de agua en la nevera)
Frase interrogativa/nombre contable:
Can | get an apple off the shelfe (Puedo agarrar una manzana del estante?)
Frase interrogativa/nombre incontable:

Do you want to have some tea? (sQuieres tomar un poco de te?)

Significado: Algunos, ninguno
Uso: Se utiliza en los mismos contextos que “some,” pero en frases negativas o inferrogativas.
Ejemplos:
Frase negativa/nombre contable:

.(No tengo ningun boton.) Frase negativa/nombre
incontable:
Do not have watere

.(No tiene agua?) Frase interrogativa/nombre contable:

do you have bananas for desserte (stienes bananos de postre?)
