Modals: “should"” and “could”

Should

We use "should” + the base form of a verb to give advice or to make a strong
suggestion. Example: You shouldn®t take that flight. You should take the non-stop.

Example: Should they take the bus? (Yes, they should. / No, they shouldnt).

*Should” es usado para dar consejos, una sugerencia fuerte, hablar de situaciones posibles

en el tiempo presente y en el futuro. Este puede ser reemplazado por "ought to” sin tener un
cambio en el significado.

- Mam, you should check your email. [consejo)
- Lorena should be in the office now. (situacién posible en el presente)

- You guys should get the job; your presentation was the best. (situacion posible en el
futuro)

Could
We use "could" + the base form of a verb to offer alternatives or to make a weak
suggestion. Example: The express bus is full, but you could take the local.

Example: Could | take the 2:207 (Yes, you could / Neo, you couldn™t).
