o bien detrds de una preposicion (at, for, with, etc.)

Los personal object pronouns sustituyen a los nombres que hacen funcién de objeto, es decir, a la
persona, animal o cosa que recibe directa o indirectamente la accién expresada por el verbo. Siempre
se colocan detrds de un verbo o una preposicion.

A little/ a few/ little/ few.

“Alittle”, fa few"”, “little”, * few" are quantifiers.

A little and a few

- We use “a little” with singular non- countable nouns and it means a small amount.
Example: | drank a little champagne.

- We use “a few" with plural countable nouns to indicate not many people, animals or things.
Example: | have a few friends in Berlin.

Little and few

- We use “little” with non- countable nouns to mean d small amount, but this time the amount
is almost nothing.
Example: | have little money left in my account.

- We use “few" with plural countable nouns to mean almost nobody or nothing.
Example: Do you have any stamps? Yes, but only few.

If the noun is something that we want (like money or friends) then using “little” or “few"means
that we don't have enough. In fact, “little” and “few" have negative meanings, we use them 1o
mean “hot as much as may be expected or wished for”.
