Grammar - Conjuntions “and”, “but” & “so”

Conjunctions are words which connect sentences or groups of words. Some learners know

them as connectors or joining words.

One type of conjunction is the coordinating conjunction, which gives equal importance to the

words or sentences that it connects.

Functions of coordinating conjunctions

and - the same, similar or equal; without contrast

His favorite snacks are cakes and biscuits.




so - for showing the consequence of something.
He was very hungry, so he ate all the cake.
but - for contrast
| eat cake, but | never eat biscuits; | don't like them.
for — for explaining why [more formal and less common than because]
He's overweight, for he eats foo many cakes and biscuits.
and - the same, similar or equal; without contrast
His favourite snacks are cakes and biscuits.
nor - for two non-contrasting grammatically negative items (not + not)
He doesn’t eat cake, nor does he eat biscuits.
[= He doesn’t eat cake and he doesn’t eat biscuits.]
or - before an alternative
Would you like cake or biscuits with your coffee?
yet — contrast, despite something [synonyms = nevertheless, but still]

He's overweight and feels terrible, yet he continues to eat lots of cakes and biscuits.
[He's overweight, but sfill, he continues to eat lots of cakes and biscuits.]

Uses (Usos)

1. El presente continuo se utiliza para hablar sobre algo que estd pasando en el momento en
el que hablamos.

» The present continuous is the present of be + verb + -ing: It's raining.
She’s wearing shoes.

» The two negative contractions mean the same: He's not/He isn't wearing a
coat. We're not/We aren't wearing gloves.
