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HEPATOBILIARY
DISEASE
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Hepatobiliary disease is a commom cause of
morbidity and mortality in small animal practice.
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If signs and symptoms of liver disease occur, they

may include the following: Yellowing of the skin
and eyes (jaundice) Abdominal swelling and pain
Swelling in legs and ankles.
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HOW IS IT CAUSED?

There are many reasons why hepatobiliary disease
can develop, and whether they are benign or
malignant, they can be evidenced by factors such
as: Obesity and cholesterol. Excessive consumption
of alcohol and tobacco. Derivations from other
diseases such as cancers or tumors.
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Medications/antibiotics: Patients are treated with
medications to increase the flow of bile from the
liver and antibiotics are used to treat the infection

TREATMENT
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Treatment usually involves controlling protein

intake, restricting sodium in the diet, avoiding

alcohol completely, and treating the cause, but

sometimes a liver transplant is necessary. Have
more information .
