Bacterial infections (e.g. leptospirosis), viral infections (such as 

viral hepatitis), parasites (such as hepatic fasciolocis), toxins and 

toxic substances, genetic disorders, improper diets, etc. 

 

Loss of appetite, abdominal pain, fatigue and lethargy, jaundice 

(yellowing of mucous membranes and skin), changes in the color 

of urine and stool. 

 

Vaccination in cases of infectious diseases, control of internal and 

external parasites, maintenance of a balanced and high-quality 

diet, avoidance of access to toxic substances, regular monitoring 

of liver health in high-risk animals. 

 

Blood tests (liver function tests), abdominal ultrasound, liver 

biopsy, specific tests based on the underlying cause (e.g., 

serological tests for infections). 

 

Antibiotics and antiparasitic medications as needed, dietary 

changes, and nutritional supplements, in chronic severe cases, 

specific pulls may be necessary depending on the underlying 

cause (e.g., chelator treatment in copper storage diseases) 
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
