Las preposiciones de lugar se colocan detrds del verbo principal, que suele ser el verbo “to be” (estar,
ser) en cualquiera de los tiempos pasados, presentes o futuros y en sus formas tanto simples como
compuestas.

Las preposiciones de movimiento o direccién se utilizan para mostrar movimiento de un lugar a otro.
Estas preposiciones se usan con mayor frecuencia con los verbos de movimiento y se encuentran
después del verbo.

ACROSS - Significado: al ofro lado de; de un lado a otro
Uso: "Across” se utiliza para indicar movimiento hacia el lado opuesto.
Ejemplos:
The boat will take you across the river.(El barco te llevard al ofro lado del rio.)

You must walk across the street at the crosswalk.(Tienes que cruzar la calle por el cruce
peatonal.)

DOWN - Significado: abajo
Uso: “Down" indica movimiento de una posicion superior a una posicion inferior.
Ejemplos:

AROUND - Significado: alrededor de
Ejempilos:

You must drive around the city center to reach the cinema.(Tienes que conducir alrededor del
centfro de la ciudad para llegar al cine.)

NEXT TO (BESIDE) - Significado: al lado de, junto a

Uso: Tanto “next to” como "beside” se pueden utilizar indistintamente. Utilizar una forma u ofra
dependerd del hablante y del contexto.

Ejemplos:
The supermarket is next to (beside) the bank.(El supermercado estd al lado del banco.)

Sit next to (beside) me.(Siéntate a milado.)

BETWEEN - Significado: entre
Ejemplos:

The shop is between the bank and the train station.(La tienda estd entre el banco y la estacion
de tren.)

She is standing between Peter and John.(Ella estd de pie entre Pedro y Juan.)

UP - Significado: hacia arriba
Uso: “Up” se utiliza para indicar movimiento de una posicion inferior a una posicidn superior.
Ejemplos:

IN FRONT OF vs. OPPOSITE - Significado: contrario, en frente de, opuesto, delante de

Uso: La diferencia entre estas preposiciones la notamos cuando estamos hablando de personas:
“opposite” significa delante y cara a cara, en cambio “in front of” significa delante de pero no cara a
cara.

Ejemplos:
The hotel is in front of the station.(El hotel estd en frente de la estacion.)
The bank is opposite the market.(El banco estd delante del mercado.)
Laura is standing in front of you.(Laura estd de pie delante de fi.)

She is sitting opposite me.(Se estd sentando en frente de mi.)
