Uso: Se utiliza tanto para los nombres o sustantivos incontables como para los nombres o
sustantivos contables en plural. Se usa en frases afirmativas e interrogativas (para afirmar algo);
se sustituye "any” en frases negativas o interrogativas. Significa una cantidad indefinida, pero
limitada.

Ejemplos:

She has some apples.(Tiene algunas manzanas.)
Frase afirmativa/nombre incontable:
There is some milk in the kitchen.(Hay algo de leche en |la cocina.)
Frase interrogativa/nombre contable:
Can | have some cookies?(sPuedo tomar unas galletas?)
Frase interrogativa/nombre incontable:

Would you like some coffee?(zQuieres café?)

Significado: Algunos, ninguno
Uso: Se utiliza en los mismos contextos que “some,” pero en frases negativas o interrogativas.
