One" and "ones" are used to avoid 

repeating a noun in a sentence. "One" 

is used for singular nouns, and "ones" 

is for plural nouns. They make 

sentences more concise and prevent 

Comparisons with adjectives are used 

to show preferences between two or 

more items. Adjectives are modified 

by adding "-er" for short adjectives or 

using "more" for longer adjectives to 

compare two things. "Than" is often 

used after the comparison.
