Do: Used with I, You, We, 

They 

Does: Used with He, She, It 

Yes/No Questions 

Structure: Auxiliar Do/Does + Subject + Base Form of 

the verb? 

Example: Do you play tennis? 

Short Answer: 

Affirmative: Yes, I/you/we/they do. | Yes, he/she/it 

does. 

Negative: No, I/you/we/they don't. | No, he/she/it 

doesn't. 

Wh- Questions 

Structure: Wh- word + Do/Does + Subject + Base 

Form of the verb? 

Example: Where do you live? 

Short Answer: Not commonly used for Wh- 

questions, answers tend to be longer. 

 

Common Auxiliaries 
Do for: I, you, we, they 

Does for: he, she, it

 Question: Do you like pizza? 

Answer: Yes, I do. 

 Question: Does she play tennis? 

Answer: Yes, she does. 

 Question: Do they go to school? 

Answer: Yes, they do. 

 Question: Does he study English?

 Question: Do we work here? 

Answer: Yes, we do. 

 Question: Does it rain often? 

Answer: Yes, it does.
