(a car =un coche / a book = un libro / a useful thing = una cosa Ufil).

- Cuando el sustantivo que acompana al arficulo empieza por vocal (o una consonante con
sonido vocal como "h" que no se pronuncia), se emplea en artficulo "an"

(an apple = una manzana / an office = una oficina / an hour = una hora)
