AN-e at the end of the Word is removed, but- ee, - oe and -ye remain unchanget
Example:
Come - coming

(but: agree - agreeing)

‘The final consonant is doubled in words that have a short stressed vowel
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Example:

Sif-siffing (but: fix fixing

Add -ies to verbs ending in -y (after a consonant letter).

To buy

To notify
