Object Questions (Preguntas del objeto)

Las Preguntas del objeto solicitan el objeto de la frase y requieren el uso del verbo auxilior
Hdoﬂ.

Pronombre interrogativo + verbo auxiliar + sujeto + verbo (infinitivo)...2

Ejemplos:
Who did you call last night2(3A quién llamaste anoche?)

What did you do to yourself2 (3Qué te has hecho?)



Subject Questions (Preguntas del sujeto)

Preguntas del sujeto son aquellas en que el pronombre interrogativo o “question word” sirve
como elsujeto de la frase. En las preguntas del sujeto, no se utiliza un verbo auxiliary el orden
de las palabras no se invierte.

Pronombre interrogativo + verbo + objeto...2

Ejemplos:
Who called last night2 (3 Quién llamd anoche?)
What happened to you?(3Qué te ha pasado?)
